"enforcer" ) . Probably a "hands-on" job though!  

F) "TAXI" FOR FRIENDS OF YOUR BOY/GIRL (AWAY GAMES OR POTENTIALLY HOME GAMES)  To make it 
easy for others to arrange transport, please indicate whether you intend to take a car and don't mind if 
others email you to try and get a lift there (or back). 

G) COLLECTING MATCH FEES  Do not wait to be asked for this. Find out who is collecting and make their 
job easier. Be sure to make it clear which player you are paying for!
